Planning for Inclement Weather Days in Blue Valley

weather conditions exist, the district may cancel school or utilize a two-hour delayed start when
temporary adverse weather conditions exist. When possible, inclement weather announcements
will be made the day before so staff and families can plan.

Securly Home:
Have you ever wondered how to monitor your child’s usage on their Blue Valley device? We have
parent tools that will allow you to receive notifications to ensure your child is using their device
safely. School staff members monitor these devices during the school day and intervene, when
necessary. However, parents can receive alerts if concerns arise when students use devices after
school hours–including weekends and school breaks.
